Il Pre Board Examination (80 Marks/70 Marks)

Two Pre Board Examinations will be conducted in the month of December and January to
prepare students for the final board exam. Pre Board exams provide students with a realistic
experience of the actual board exam by exposing them to the latest exam pattern, duration and
marking Scheme.

Assessment of Co-Scholastic Areas:

For Holistic development of the student, co-curricular activities in the following areas be carried
out in CBSE affiliated school by the teachers and will be graded term wise on 5- point grading
scale (A- E Grade). The aspect of regularity, sincere participation, output and teamwork is the
generic criteria for grading in the following manner -

This interdisciplinary approach fosters a lifelong curiosity
and equips learners with the knowledge to engage
meaningfully in diverse fields, contributing to a more
informed and adaptive global citizenry.

General Studies

Co-Scholastic Areas
The students will be assessed on three areas i.e. Work Experience and Health and Physical
Education & General Studies. Respective teacher would make an objective assessment of the
level of performance/ participation demonstrated by a student throughout the academic year
and finally assigns grades. Parameters of Assessment While the students are engaged in the co-
scholastic areas, the process is as important as the product. Hence, the assessment in these
areas should take account of both aspects.

Health and Physical Education which includes work education, overall fitness, participation,
team- spirit, commitment and honest effort.
